Alerts, Announcements, Etc
Coming back to in person bridge means a return to alerting our partner's bids.
The ACBL recently updated its alert procedures and you can ask the directors
to fill you in (support doubles are no longer alertable). If you're not sure about
whether a bid is alertable, but you know a bid has a particular meaning--it's
safer to alert. 

Other big changes--Instead of announcing a transfer, you say the suit that is
indicated by the transfer (so if partner bids 2H to transfer to spades, you say
"spades"). You must still announce your notrump range so the opponents don't
have to ask. 

We'll all make mistakes as we learn the new rules. Just do your best to make
sure your opponents know as much about your agreements as you do.
