Words of wisdom from Robert’s lectures

Beware of “frozen suits.” A frozen suit is a suit
that neither declarer nor defender can
successfully attack. If declarer has Q32
opposite J54, he can’t win a trick if the
honors are split. However, if the defenders
play the suit first, then declarer will always
win a trick. As declarer, try to get your
defenders to play this type of suit. As a
defender, this is another good reason not to
start on new suits.
