Words of wisdom from Robert’s lectures

Low-level doubles are primarily takeout.
What should you do with a hand that wants
to make a penalty double? If, say, partner
opens 1% and the opponent interferes 2
and you hold AQ1082 of hearts, what should
you do? The answer: a “trap pass”. Since
partner is known to have only one or two
hearts, partner is likely to reopen with a
takeout double. You will convert this to
penalty by passing, snaring your opponents in
your trap.
